BACKGROUND: Rep. Snyder serves on the House Armed Services Committee. He is a co-sponsor of the Paycheck Fairness Act (HR 1688), but is not a co-sponsor of the GPO/WEP repeal bill (HR 594). However, he did sign the discharge petition to move HR 594 to the House floor for a vote. The Congressman needs to be asked to co-sponsor the repeal bill during this meeting. Snyder is expected to defeat his challenger this year – State Representative Marvin Parks – who is being accused of driving three miles out of his way every morning to collect $16,400 more than he should have otherwise. The Congressman earned an 80% on the FEW Scorecard.

BACKGROUND: Sen. Lincoln serves on the important Senate Finance Committee, as well as the Social Security and Family Policy Subcommittee. Both the Subcommittee and Committee would have to hold hearings on any GPO/WEP repeal bill. The Senator has not yet signed on as a co-sponsor to the Paycheck Fairness Act (S 76), but she is a co-sponsor to the GPO/WEP repeal bill (S 349). She needs to be asked whether or when the Finance Committee will address this issue, and if she can help get it on the hearing schedule. Lincoln had a tough primary election and now is headed to a very tight general election in November. The race is currently too close to call. The Senator earned a 70% on the FEW Scorecard.
